“Many PALs volunteers have been participating in the program for a number of years and find 
it extremely rewarding to provide help to a child learning to read and write,” said Alayna 
Sutcliffe, PALs Coordinator. 
  
“The Early Literacy Course provides the skills for people who are interested in becoming a 
PALs volunteer, as well as encouraging mums, dads and grandparents to help out their own 
young ones,” she said.
