Albury Division Superintendent, Chris Chant says, “This trailer ensures that community members
seeking first aid or pre-hospital care from St John volunteers can rest assured that they are being
treated by highly trained members in a professional environment with access to all the very latest
in first aid equipment.”

“St John is made up of committed community members who dedicate their time and efforts to the
community and we are extremely grateful to both Albury City Council and local Business Border
Express for ensuring that one of our goals for 2006 was met so early in the New Year,” he said.

St John Albury currently has 30 adult and 22 Cadet members and is currently seeking new
members.
